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Sun shades protect the 
building from overheating. 
Light shelves bounce 
natural daylight deep into 
interior space. 

The High Performance 
Envelope, or the shell of 
the building, achieves a 
high level of insulation, 
which helps reduce energy 
consumption and costs.

Recycled, rapidly 
renewable, and low or 
non-toxic materials 
help reduce consumption 
of raw and non-renewable 
materials and reduce 
human exposure to chemi-
cally-treated materials.

A raised floor system 
for heating and cooling the 
office increases air quality, 
energy savings, and ease in 
reconfiguring office space.

Geothermal wells supply the 
building with water at a constant 
56-degrees for heating in the 
dead of winter and cooling in  
the heat of summer. 	

14 Maple Avenue Photovoltaic (solar) panels on the roof 
of the garage supply electricity to both the 
garage and the office building.

A Green Roof mitigates stormwater 
run-off, adds a layer of insulation, and 
provides useable, park-like space on 
the top of the building.
